AT OUR
NURSERY

Joining a nursery is a hugely rewarding opportunity but, if you
remember your first day at school, it can also be slightly scary.

You can start preparing your baby for nursery life! Talk to them
about the experience or, If your baby is pre-mobile and pre-verbal,
it would be advisable to try and get them used to sitting without
mummy or daddy.

You can also expand their exposure to sounds, smells and
socialising experiences wherever possible, so that they are used
to external environments, new faces and different sounds and
smells before coming.
